	Who are Honorary Presidents?
BYC has three Honorary Presidents, one parliamentarian from each of the three largest parties in the House of Commons. They act as spokespeople for BYC in the House of Commons.
Who should use this form?
This form is to be completed by two delegates from BYC member organisations, on behalf of a parliamentarian seeking election as a BYC Honorary President, for a period of one year commencing at the Annual General Meeting.
How do I complete this form?
Section ‘A’ must be completed on behalf of the person standing for election, after they have given their permission to be nominated to serve as a BYC Honorary President.
Two BYC delegates who agree to nominate the candidate must complete section 'B'. The two nominators must come from different BYC member organisations, and may only nominate one candidate in each election.
When the form is complete it should be sent to the Returning Officer, British Youth Council, CAN Mezzanine, 1 Downstream Building, 1 London Bridge, London SE1 9BG, by 12pm on Thursday 11th  August  2011. Nominations received after this deadline will not be accepted.
